Meeting Minutes

August 2, 2001

Chair Perkins called the meeting to order at 3:00 PM, Council Room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present: Joe Perkins and Bill McBain. Committee member absent: Leon Namtzu.

Others present: Elvis Presley, Police Chief Moore, Assistant Chief Lobermeier, Lee V. Lamoreaux.

Public Comments:

Mr. Presley: How long can temporary signs (political or other) be allowed on premises?

Mr. Perkins: I don’t know. When are vehicles on private premises considered to be junk or otherwise? Police Chief Moore: If operable, said vehicles are considered to be other than junk. Speed limit violations on Argyle and Avon Avenue are being monitored by department officers: Police Chief Moore. City Attorney Bilz will be asked to research rules and/or regulations regarding disposition of unsafe and poorly maintained buildings located on public or private property.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins to receive and place on file minutes of the meeting held on June 27, 2001. Carried.

Police Chief Moore informed committee members of the average (per year) number of citations issued for juvenile use of tobacco products during the past 4 years (14). Chief Moore further stated that 2 citations have been issued to sellers of tobacco products in recent years. Committee members agreed to the chief’s request that the City should incorporate the state statute covering tobacco use and sales into the Municipal Code so that citation funds can be retained locally.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins recommending the post​ing of the job vacancy occuring as the result of the retirement of Officer Denny. Carried.

Clerk/Treasurer Lamoreaux presented the concerns expressed by Richard Bornhoeft regarding speeding vehicles on First Street and Elk Avenue.  Small children play in these areas.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins to recommend payment of department invoices, as reviewed. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Perkins to adjourn. Carried.
