Police Committee

Meeting Minutes

October 9, 2001

Chair Perkins called the meeting to order at 2:00 PM, council room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present:  Joe Perkins, Leon Namtzu and Bill McBain. Committee members absent: None.

Others present: City Attorney Bilz, Police Chief Moore, Asst. Police Chief Lobermeier, Elvis Presley and Lee V. Lamoreaux.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to accept the minutes of the meeting held on August 30, 2001. Carried.

City Attorney Bilz presented committee members with infor​mational research on abatement of public nuisances. Mr. Bilz stated that references to a building inspector, as noted in the City’s Municipal Code, should be removed. Mr. Bilz further stated that proof of specific property values being depreciated have to be exhibited before action of a legal nature can be taken against the owner of property containing items of public nuisance.

City Attorney Bilz left the

meeting at 2:22 PM.

Police Chief Moore informed committee members of the receipt of 25 job applications for the job position vacated by the retire​ment of Officer Denny. Chief Moore, with a recommended waiver of the 10 minute response time stated in the union contract, asked committee members to recommend to the Common Council the hire of Officer Neil Holm, currently on staff.

Mr. Perkins stated that the proposed waiver of the 10 minute response time is in direct violation of the existing union contract. Mr. Namtzu stated that an amendment to the contract could be considered, allowing for the proposed hire of Officer Holm.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to recommend to the Common Council the hiring of Officer Neil Holm, noting the 10 minute response time stated in the union contract. Committee members voting aye: Mr. McBain and Mr. Namtzu. Committee member voting nay: Mr. Perkins. Carried.

Officer Lobermeier informed committee members of a course being offered to law enforcement officers on drunk drivers detection procedures (sobriety testing) later this month (October) in the Municipal Center.

City Attorney Bilzattended the

meeting at 2:46 PM.

City Attorney Bilz stated that the city’s current ordinance on loitering is legally enforceable. Mr. 
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McBain stated that the upcoming winter weather will probably cut down on loitering activities.

City Attorney Bilz left the

meeting at 3:17 PM.

Police Chief Moore informed committee members of the following details related to the Police Department Year 2002 Budget:

1. I work from a zero based format in budget preparation.

2. The proposed 2002 department budget is about 2% less than Budget Year 2001, in the expenditures area.

3. Proposed wage scales as follows:

a. 4% on base salary Police Chief: $ 42,094. Annual.

b. 3% on base salary of Assistant Police Chief, plus .45 an hour: $36,522 + .45 an hour x 2068 hours=$ 37,451 annual.

c. 3% on full time patrolmen, $ 33,865 annual, and 3% on part time patrolmen, $ 13.91 hour: Subject to union contract negotiations.

d. 3% on hourly rate of Police Secretary, $ 11739 + .40 an hour x 2015 Hours = $ 11.79 an hour, $ 23,757.

4. 442 hours of extra patrol time, approximate cost of $ 6,148, to be devoted to community events or special requests for assistance.

5. $ 2,000 needed to asphalt the drive facing the City Garage.

6. $ 2,000 for planning expenses related to department building expansion needs.

7. Purchase of a digital camera (replacement item).

Motion by Mr. Perkins, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to adjourn. Carried.
