Police Committee

Meeting Minutes

November 27, 2001

Chair Perkins called the meeting of the Police Committee to order at 3:00 PM, council room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present: Joe Perkins, Leon Namtzu and Bill McBain. Committee members absent: None.

Others present: Lee V. Lamoreaux, Police Chief Moore and Assistant Police Chief Lobermeier.

Assistant Chief Lobermeier stated that the 2nd squad car is needed for functions when the main squad car is in use in another function. The Price County Sheriff’s Department would not be able to help out the Phillips Police Department with one of their squad cars.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to accept the minutes of the meeting held on October 30, 2001. Carried.

Chief Moore asked members of the Police Committee to reinstate in the proposed Year 2002 Department Budget an allocation for squad car replacement. Mr. Perkins stated that the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee has presented the proposed city budget for public hearing scheduled for December 11, 2001. The Police Committee has no authority to act on this request on its own power. Chief Moore informed Committee members that the $8,713.00 currently in line item Police Dept. Capital Outlay for the lease payment on the new squad car in Year 2002 is over by $1,173.00. Chief Moore asked Committee members if that $1,173.00 could be placed in the earmarked Squad Car Replacement Fund in Budget Year 2002. Committee members agreed with this request.

Committee members informed Chief Moore that the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee and the Police Committee would like to review the job applications submitted for the full time job position vacated by the retirement of Officer Earl Denny. Committee members further informed Chief Moore that the job position should be advertised again. Chief Moore expressed concern over possible legal issues regarding the confidentiality of information on the job applications.

Chief Moore stated that the City of Phillips’ governmental unit should have an emergency operations plan in place. Joe Perkins is the Emergency Government Representative for the City of Phillips.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to recommend payment of department invoices as reviewed. Carried.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to adjourn. Carried.

Meeting adjourned at 4:92 PM.
