Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu accepting the minutes of the meeting held on January 30, 2002. Carried.

Officer Lobermeier reviewed with committee members the proposed department office expansion and garage addition study presented by Ayres Associates, Eau Claire, Wisconsin. The cost of these services of Ayres Associates would be $2,000.00. This cost is included in the 2002 department budget.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to recommend to the Common Council the agreement for a concept and budget report, cost not to exceed $2,000.00 and authority to Mayor Corcilius to sign the agreement. Carried.

Officer Lobermeier stated that there have been a rash of auto breakins recently involving theft of cassette tapes and equipment and other items. The term used on the street for this type of activity is ‘car shopping’ . Officer Lobermeier further stated that a power shift (2 or more patrolmen on the same shift) should possibly be considered to concentrate on this specific unlawfull behavior.

Motion by Mr. McBain, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to recommend to the Common Council payment of department invoices, as reviewed. Carried.
