Meeting Minutes

April 30, 2002

Chair Kempkes called the meeting to order at 3:05 PM, Council Room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present: Ted Kempkes, Leon Namtzu and Paul Tolbert. Committee members absent: None.

Others present: Mayor Corcilius, Assistant Police Chief Lobermeier, Police Chief Moore and Lee V. Lamoreaux.

Chief Moore recommended to committee members the amendment of Memorandum of Understanding, PD-46, Human Services, Handling Child Abuse. Paragraph 2, Subsection B, Subsection 7, within 12 hours refer to law enforcement, except on holidays or weekends.

Adoption of Wisconsin State Statute 347, and additions. This statute is currently in the Municipal Code. No adoption action necessary.

Chief Moore informed committee members of the announced retirement of Officer Crepinsek, effective July 1, 2002. The following are comments related to the retirement of a full time officer:

Chief Moore: I would like to reclassify Officer Rose from a part time job position to a full time job position (Officer Crepinseks job position). Chief Moore referred to the union contract wording regard​ing the filling of the job position.

Mr. Kempkes: What authority do we have as committee members to place a current part time person into a full time job position. I feel that the Chief should order part time officers to work and parcel up the vacant full time job position until someone is hired for this job position.

Replying to the question of a committee member, Mayor Corcilius present​ed his understanding of the authority of the Police Committee and Mayor:

1.
Hiring of new officers.

2.
Department budget review and new budget preparation.

3.
Determine sources of grants that would help offset costs of depart​ment operations.

4.
Oversee department operations.

5.
Determine the need for 24 hour a day staffing.

Municipal Codes enforcement isn’t being pursued to a level near 100%, according to Mr. Kempkes.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Tolbert to recommend to the Common Council the amendment to Memorandum of Understanding, Police Department Manual -46. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Kempkes accepting the minutes of the meeting held on 
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March 26, 2002, as presented. Carried.

Chief Moore informed committee members of the receipt of a letter from Mr. Abney, PES Principal, thanking department officers for the Child ID Program held in the school this year. This is a fingerprinting program.

Motion by Mr. Tolbert, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to recommend payment of department invoices, as reviewed. Carried.

Committee members set the next committee meeting: May 30, 2002 at 3:00 PM.

Committee members adjourned the meeting at 5:05 PM.
