Meeting Minutes

November 21, 2002

Chair Kempkes called the meeting of the closed session to order at 5:39 PM., Council Room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present: Mr. Kempkes, Mr. Fahl, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Committee member absent: Mr. Namtzu.

Others invited into the closed session: Mayor Boho, Lee V. Lamoreaux, Police Chief Moore, and Mr. Presley.

Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux stated compliance with the open meeting law.

This meeting may constitute a quorum of the Common Council.

Mr. Kempkes, speaking for committee members, stated the follow​ing concerns of performance by Police Chief Moore.

1. Time off during Year 2002 to date appears to have exceeded vacation time allocated. Salaried employees should not be allowed compensatory time off.

2. The Police Chief and Assistant Police Chief should make them​selves more visible to the public. Secretarial backup should free both parties enabling more public exposure than currently takes place.

3. The Police Chief should be more cost efficient (budget).

4. The union contract should be followed to the letter. A part time officer should be available for work when called upon by administrative authority.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Fahl to maintain Police Chief Moore’s salary at Year 2002 level, $42,094.00, said action based on job performance, with an evaluation review to be set in May, 2003. Committee members voting aye: Mr. Kempkes, Mr. Fahl, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Committee members voting nay: None. Carried.

Police Chief Moore and Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux asked to leave the meeting at 5:55 PM., by Chair Kempkes.
