Meeting Minutes

March 4, 2003

Chair Kempkes called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM, Council Room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present:  Mr. Kempkes, Mr. Namtzu, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Committee members absent: None.

Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux confirmed compliance with open meet​ing law, Wisconsin State Statute 19, Subchapter V.

Chief Moore briefed and accepted questions from committee members on the following items related to January through February, 2003, staffing, budget update, and department activities:

1. The time bank for holiday pay in 2003 for depart​ment staff is 85 hours. Compensatory time during a department budget year accumulates by the work demands placed on department personnel. Officers have a choice between being paid for compensatory time accumulated, or taking time off.

2. Public employees, and union member public employees are two distinct separate groups.
