Police Committee

Meeting Minutes

October 7, 2003

Chair Kempkes called the meeting to order at 4:00 PM, Council Room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present:  Ted Kempkes, Mary Satterwhite, and Elvis Presley. Committee members absent: None.

Others present: Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux, Mayor Boho, Assistant Police Chief Lobermeier, and Police Chief Moore.

Police Chief Moore informed committee members that he has assigned the project of preparation of the department 2004 budget to Assistant Chief Lobermeier.

Committee members reviewed department invoices submitted for pay​ment consideration.

Mr. Kempkes raised questions regarding city insurance coverage in the area of liability. Does the City of Phillips have insurance coverage that either isn’t needed, or needed very little? Does the State of Wisconsin have a Good Samaritan law? Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux talked to City Auditor Lutz regarding these questions. Mrs. Lutz assured Mr. Lamoreaux that the insurance coverages currently in place through Wausau Insurance Companies, and the State Insurance Fund are necessary and needed.

Mrs. Wenzel attended the

meeting at 4:12 PM.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Kempkes to receive and place on file the minutes of the meeting held on September 9, 2003. Carried.

The following are comments related to preparation of Year 2004 police department budget:

Asssistant Chief-Lbbermeier anticipates an approximate 14% increase in budget expenditures over Year 2003 budget. Consideration of a lease contract for a new squad car verses outright purchase could lower this percentage.

Mr. Kempkes stated that reduction in staff of a part time officer position may have to be considered.

Officer Lobermeier stated that the department will probably not be considered for a COPS Grant in 2004.

Mr. Presley stated that he would like to see 24/7 police coverage continued. Mrs. Satterwhite expressed concern over the cost of employees health insurance premiums in 2004.
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Committee members asked Mayor Boho to contact the Park Falls Police Chief about the cost and usefullness of on-board computer systems. Use of this type of equipment by officers could possibly cut down on secretarial hours (expense).

Committee members are looking at a 0% increase in department expenditures in Year 2004. Members would like 24/7 coverage continued. Staff layoffs may be needed to accomplish committee concerns.
