Meeting Minutes

September 28, 2004

Chair Chrouser called the meeting to order at 4:00 PM, Council Room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present:  Mark Chrouser, Elvis Presley and Ted Kempkes. Committee members absent: None.

Others present: Mayor Boho, C.C.T. Lamoreaux and Police Chief Sonntag.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Kempkes to accept the minutes of the meeting held on July 27, 2004, with the exception of Item #3. Carried.

The following meeting dates and times were set by committee members and Mayor Boho:

Police Committee - 4:00 PM - October 26, 2004 - Regular Monthly Meeting.

Common Council - 4:30 PM - October 26, 2004 - Interview applicants - Lieutenant Job Position - Police Department.

Police Chief Sonntag briefed committee members on the following items:

1. Three prices on three SUV vehicles, Chevrolet Tahoe, Dodge Durango and Ford Expedition, related to proposed department vehicle purchase in Year 2005. Mr. Presley suggested checking into an off-road package, as part of specification process.  Chief Sonntag would also be interested in the purchase of a second squad (used vehicle) to be utilized as a backup vehicle.

2. A mobile data terminal should be considered for efficient department operations. The estimated cost of said system would be $20,000.00. Law enforcement departments are obligated to utilize digital communications by January 1, 2007. There is no direct tie in between digital equipment and the proposed mobile data terminal.

3. The installation of a computer networking system should be considered. This system would connect the Department of Public Works, Clerk-Treasurer, Police Department and Phillips Water-Sewer utility.

Mayor Boho expressed concern over realestate for sale signs that continue to be located on public rather than private property where signs should be placed.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Kempkes to adjourn. Carried.
