Meeting Minutes

December 7, 2004

Chair Chrouser called the meeting of the Committee to order at 5:00 PM, Mayor's Office, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present: Mark Chrouser, Ted Kempkes and Elvis Presley. Committee members absent: None.

Others present: Mayor Boho and LeeV. Lamoreaux and Police Chief Sonntag.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Chrouser to accept the minutes of the meeting held on October 26, 2004. Carried.

Chief Sonntag informed Committee members of the following items:

1. 
Holz Motors, Hales Corners, and Phillips Ford, Phillips, responded to a request for bids on a Squad SUV vehicle.  A Ford Expedition, with lease, came in at $29,054, and a Chevy Tahoe came in at $28,503. Additional equipment needed to complete the squad package estimated cost at $7,385.00.  The most recent squad currently in operation needs a new seat and uses oil. The Year 2004 department budget projection of payroll and payroll fringes line items show an estimated $30,000.00 over budget. Parking violation fees have been raised from $5.00 to $25.00 per incident. Courtesy notices are being utilized to inform property owner/residents of violations of city ordinances.

Mr. Kempkes suggested a budget adjustment resolution be prepared for the next meeting of the Common Council to cover anticipated expenditures over budget line items Budget Year 2004. Mr. Kempkes further suggested that local area car dealerships be allowed an opportunity to bid on the proposed Squad SUV.

Mr. Presley stated that a seat for the current squad could possibly be purchased from salvage and continue with the oil usage problem.  Another possibility is the considered purchase of a used squad car.

Mr. Chrouser set a meeting date for the Committee of December 23, 2004 at 4:00 PM. Agenda items: Award bid for new vehicle purchase and bid out for vehicle towing services.
