Meeting Minutes

January 10, 2005

Chair Chrouser called the meeting of the committee to order at 4:00 PM, Council Room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present: Mark Chrouser, Ted Kempkes and Elvis Presley.  Committee members absent: None.

Others present: Police Chief Sonntag, Lieutenant Verges, Mayor Boho and Lee V. Lamoreaux.

Public Comment: Mayor Boho stated that he had been approached by concerned people asking why 3 officers were on duty at the same time. Chief Sonntag replied that it could have occurred during work shift changes. Ordinarily 3 officers are not on duty at the same time.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Kempkes allowing full payment of health insurance premium by the employer for the duration of job contracts currently in place for Police Chief Sonntag and Lieutenant Verges, recommendation to the Common Council. Carried.

Mr. Kempkes stated that full time police officers, with the exception of the Police Chief and Lieutenant, should be paid on an hourly rate basis.

Assistant City Attorney Deda

attended the meeting at 4:12 PM.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Presley to recommend to the Common Council that full time police officers, with the exception of the Police Chief and Lieutenant, be paid on an hourly rate basis.  Carried.'

Mr. Kempkes stated that vehicles purchased by the police department should be purchased locally, unless a substantial price difference would cause out-of-area purchase.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Kempkes to recommend to the Common Council the issuance of company credit cards to city departments with the exception of the Phillips Public Library. Carried.

Chief Sonntag informed committee members of the following:

1. With committee approval, weapons purchase, 8 weapons, in the total amount of $4,632.00. Committee members approved.

2. Department office remodeling will cost for materials. Department personnel will do the work.

3. A request for participation in the Price County Law Enforcement Communications Dispatch System met with favor by committee members.  

Committee members instructed C1erk-Treasurer Lamoreaux to place this request in resolution form as an agenda item for the council meeting scheduled for January 11, 2005.

4. Chief Sonntag briefed committee members on recent department activities.
