Others present: Police Chief Sonntag, Lt. Verges, Mayor Boho and CCT Lamoreaux.

The following are items of discussion/action:

Police Chief Sonntag: Accessories for the recently ordered police squad will be installed at site of purchased vehicle.  The current white squad car uses between a 1 qt. to 2 qts. of oil a week. Chief Sonntag has located a used (show squad) for sale at $9,000, mint condition.

Committee members and Police Chief Sonntag: Place on agenda for February 8, 2005 council meeting the purchase of police weapons and holsters. This action consideration will require a department budget line item increase. Place on agenda for February 8, 2005 council meeting action on advertisement for a part time patrolman and the establisement of a hiring list.

Police Chief Sonntag: Plans are prepared for department building remodeling. Cleaning of two squads, in current Year 2005 department, will cost determined amount out of department budget line item. Federal funding for a county-wide communications system

update is in the request stage at this time. A business operating in a R-2, Multi-Family Housing, should be vacated from the premises by the end of February, 2005.

Committee members and Police Chief Sonntag: The Municipal Code and the Police Department Policies and Procedures Manual are in need of updating. Place on agenda for February 8, 2005 council meeting action to seek quotes on cost of this proposed project.  Snowmobile traffic safety was discussed related to trails located in the City of Phillips.
