Meeting Minutes

March 7, 2005

Chair Chrouser called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM, Council Room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present: Mark Chrouser. Committee members absent: Ted Kempkes and Elvis Presley. Mayor Boho stated that he will serve as a member of this committee this evening, in order to establish a quorum.

Others present: Police Chief Sonntag and C.C.T. Lamoreaux.

The following are comments/discussion items:

Police Chief Sonntag: The new squad vehicle should be on site at our location by March 31, 2005. The colors will be a white background with Phillips Loggers logo and school colors. The current white squad is worth more in sale value than the older blue squad. The blue squad is in reasonable condition at this time. 25 job applications have been received to date for the proposed job position of part time patrolman. The application cut off date is March 18, 2005. The order for weapons has been sent in along with the payment.

Mr. Presley attended the

meeting at 6:10 PM.

Committee Members: The white squad should be sold and purchase money applied toward maintenance of the blue squad. The next meeting of the Police Committee is scheduled for April 11, 2005 at 4:30 PM.

Police Chief Sonntag: Quotes received on the proposed computer server system were based on a set of specs prepared by Chief Sonntag with assistance from a local computer specialist. The quotes range from bare essentials to the 'cadillac' plans. Officers living in the immediate vicinity of Phillips, on an on-call status, should be-allowed to take a squad vehicle home, in order to provide quick response time to a reported incident.  Chief Sonntag briefed committee members on various department activities during the past month.

Committee members instructed C.C.T. Lamoreaux to place the question of on-call officers having a squad car at their disposal at home on the agenda of the special council meeting scheduled for March 22, 2005, as a discussion/action item.
