Meeting Minutes

April 11, 2005

Chair Chrouser called the meeting to order at 4:30 PM, Council Room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present:  Mark Chrouser and Elvis Presley. Committee member absent: Ted Kempkes.

Others present: C.C.T. Lamoreaux, Mayor Boho, Police Chief, Sonntag and Clark Curtis.

The following are comments/discussion items:

Mayor Boho: Staged scenarios involving applicants for the job position of part time patrolman were conducted by police department officers on Saturday, April 9, 2005. This exercise is part of the screening process involved in the selection of a part time patrolman.

Police Chief Sonntag: Hales Corners has not received delivery of the SUV squad vehicle as of this date. The accessory equipment is on site to be installed when the vehicle is delivered. The current primary squad car is leaking oil, burning oil and has an engine knocking problem. 11 applicants for the position of part time patrolman showed up for the assessment process on April 9, 2005.

Mr. Kempkes called in via speaker

phone at 4:35 PM.

Police Chief Sonntag: The order of holsters and weapons have been received. Officers will qualify on the new weapons at the shooting range in Park Falls, date to be set.

Committee members set a date of April 26, 2005, beginning at 4:00 PM to interview applicants for the job position of part time patrolman.

Mr. Curtis, 3 CIs, PC's: Submitted two separate bids for a computer server system. 1 bid for 1 server system for the Police Department in the total amount of $4,028.00. 1 bid for 2 server systems. 1 for the Clerk-Treasurer's Office and 1 for the Police Department. $6,202.00.

Police Chief Sonntag suggested the 2 server system units.

Committee members discussed the definition of a compact car, as outlined by City Attorney Marshall. This issue pertains to designated parking spaces in the downtown business area.

Motion by Mr. Chrouser, seconded by Mr. Presley to recommend to the Common Council the parking restrictions proposed ordinance developed by City Attorney Marshall, and to include a B.P.W. recommendation for shorter parking spaces to accommodate compact cars only.
