Meeting Minutes

May 5, 2005

Chair Chrouser called the meeting to order at 5:02 PM, Council Room, Municipal Center, Phillips. Committee members present:  Mark Chrouser, Elvis Presley and Jay Reinke. Committee members absent: None.

Others present: Mayor Boho, Police Chief Sonntag, Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux and Gary Chase.

The following are comments/discussion items:

Mayor Boho: The Police Committee name to be changed to Public Safety Committee. This committee will oversee both Police Department and Fire Department operations.

Gary Chase: Questioned why he has been told by Police Chief Sonntag that burning would not be allowed on his property on South Airport Road. Mr. Chase further stated that other industry owners in the Industrial Park have been burning on a regular basis. Mr. Chase questioned the meaning of the term 'camp fire' as defined in the burning restrictions ordinance. Police Chief Sonntag stated that no burning permits have been issued by him or Fire Chief Pisca to property owners in the Industrial Park area.

Committee members instructed Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux to place the question of possible options pertaining to the burning restrictions ordinance on the agenda for the council meeting to be held on May 10, 2005.

Police Chief Sonntag: The new police vehicle should be on site and in use by the 2nd week in May, 2005. The newer of the current 2 squad cars is in need of a motor, 2000 Ford Crw. Victoria. Frank Crepinsek has been hired as a casual/training officer. Background checks are in the process pertaining to the hire of a part time patrolman. Weapon and holster purchases are completed and officers will be going to the firing range within the near future to qualify on the new weapons. The Police Department quarters remodeling project is in the painting stage at present.
