Public Comment Agenda Item: Dan Meives, Town of Elk Supervisor, expressed concern over lack of response from committee members relating to a proposed meeting with township officials to discuss issues related to operations of the Phillips Volunteer Fire Department.

Fire Chief Pisca informed committee members that a chainsaw and ice auger were purchased for department use from proceeds realized from the Wild Game Feed. Police Chief Sonntag briefed committee members on the following:

1. The 3 CIs of Park Falls invoice reflects software for the 4th computer located in the police offices. This is a software upgrade. The invoice is valid.

2. Grant money in the amount of $1,200.00 is available to the Phillips Police Department for use in areas involving Homeland Security.

3. CERT personnel were of much value directing traffic during the 4th of July parade activity.

4. 33 people have signed up for the Neighborhood Watch Program to date.

5. Consideration is being given to the use of a canine for purposes of narcotics detection and tracking. Contributions will be solicited to help defray cost of canine support. Lt. Verges will be the owner of the canine to be named Helga.

6. Patrolman McCorison has been terminated. Patrolman Picl was hired to replace Patrolman McCorison.

7. The long grass issue in the Four Seasons Subdivision is not resolved at this time.
