Meeting Minutes of Public Safety Committee

December 1, 2005

Meeting was called to order by Chair Chrouser at 5:30 PM.  Jayson Reinke and Elvis Presley were the other committee members present.  Chief David Sonntag and Administrator Mary Willett were ion attendance along with Fred Krenkze, city citizen.  Fire Chief Jim Pisca joined the meeting at 5:50 PM.

General discussion regarding the status of the fire contracts with the townships.  The letter received by the Council, City Clerk and Mayor was reviewed.  Chair Mark Chrouser discussed responding to the letter (dated November 21st).  General consensus resolved the response will need to come from the full City Council with advice from Counsel.

Jay Reinke initiated discussion regarding Sharon Verges’ contracts.  Jeffrey Fahl’s worksheet was brought into the meeting.  Members of the committee felt comfortable with the raises and employment status as it currently stands.  At the end of probation, the 5% increase was imposed and the co-pay toward health insurance was instituted.
A discussion ensued regarding the vehicles.  The 2001 had the engine problems, and the Auction Associates of Ripon, Wisconsin were scheduled to pick up the Crown Victoria on December 7, 2005.  Status of the 1994 Crown Vic was discussed. The 1994 has broken down seats, a switch will be done with Price County Emergency Government which meets the City Department needs.  An $800 mobile radio will be exchanged for a $7,000 digital mobile radio system, equivalent to the one in the 2005 Tahoe.  Chief is considering renting or leasing a used car with the $10,500 in the designated savings account.  Chief then gave the general police report.

Mark Chrouser inquired about the progress on the burglaries. Chief responded that significant progress was being made in the investigations.

Elvis moved for adjournment.  Jayson Reinke seconded and the meeting was adjourned at 6:00 PM.
