Meeting Minutes

Public Safety Committee

May 25, 2006

Chair Mark Chrouser called the meeting to order at 5:32 PM.  Present:  Committee members Jayson Reinke and Elvis Presley, Mayor Jeff Fahl, Chief Sonntag, Chief Pisca, Jeff Hein, Neal R. Melvin, Fred Krenzke, and Clerk Willett.

Chief Jim Pisca applied fro some grants through Price County Emergency Director Jeff Hein for radios.  They are working with Motorola for the proper specifications.

Chief Pisca prepared pages of questions for the Fire Surveys and shared them with Clerk Willett.

The Police Department has hit the summer early. - There were three sexual assaults this week.

Neal Melvin appeared before the Committee.  Mr. Melvin questioned the “compact” parking space definition.  He received a parking ticket in one of those spaces.  Chief explained that an appeal process for the parking ticket actually goes through the Court System, not the Council and Committee System.  Mr. Melvin stated that his vehicle meets the length and width criteria and that height is the only way the vehicle does not meet the compact requirement. Mr. Chrouser stated that three hours at three meetings created the “Compact” criteria definition and parameters.  Chief Sonntag said he would work to have the signage “more clearly marked”.  Adding “No pickup trucks or SUV’s” may clarify the signage.
Office Neil Holm is training to be the handler for the canine in the Canine Program.  Officer Kevin Rose is to be the backup.  All the commands are in Czech & German.  The dog should be ready to be deputized June 13th.
Presley motioned to leave it up to Chief Sonntag to purchase the 2003 Crown Victoria utilizing the Car Savings Account.  The Intent is to keep $2,500 in the account. Reinke seconded.  Carried.  
Chief Sonntag has Christine Crepensik volunteering some assistance to the Police Department in the evening, and Astrid Chrouser has been helping in the day.

The Price County Communications Grant procured by Congressman Obey and Senator Kohl had an appropriation glitch that the law enforcement agencies are working through.  Tim Gould is the lead on de-tanglement of the funds.
Jeff Hein said that there is an active pandemic influenza discussion being developed throughout this County.  Look for a process sometime in the future.  Jeff is preparing a pres release on avian flu with reminders to wash your hands.
Presley/Reinke motioned adjournment.  Meeting adjourned at 6:10 PM.
