Meeting Minutes

Public Safety Committee

September 27, 2006

Chair Chrouser called the meeting to order at 5:17 P.M.  Present at the meeting, in addition to Mr. Chrouser were:  Jay Reinke(arrived at 5:22 P.M.), Elvis Presley, Mayor Fahl, Jim Pisca, David Sonntag, and Mary Willett.

Presley/Chrouser motioned to accept the minutes as written for the July 27, 2006 meeting.  Carried.

Chief Pisca advised the committee that the Georgia Pacific Grant for $5,000 has been awarded but not received yet.  This will go toward the compressor for breathing apparatus.

Chief Pisca briefed the committee again regarding the 6 portable and 3 mobile radios.

Two of the part-time officer applicants have dropped out.  The testing is scheduled for the end of this month.

Duck hunting has always occurred on Duroy Lake on the southeast portion that has no residential properties.  The zoning map has this area zoned as conservancy – the town of Worcester also borders the lake here.  Discussion ensued regarding historic duck hunting use of this area.  There is informal consensus that clarification of this issue would best be served with the development of the deer management plan.
Chief Sonntag reported that Ryan Picl will be exceeding the 600 hour maximum for part-time officers.  Benefits will be enacted now that Ryan has reached this threshold.  The reason Ryan reached this hour workload is that the hiring process has taken more time and the department had hours that needed to be covered.  In September the department had 47 incident reports.

Chair Mark Chrouser had graciously extended his final commitment to the Council until the end of the year, 2006 before he resigns to take a job out of state.  Mayor Fahl will work on committee assignments in due time.

Presley/Reinke motioned to adjourn.  Meeting adjourned at 6:29 P.M.
