Fire Department has been busy.  Photo is scheduled for Jim Pisca with Dean Grube of Georgia Pacific for the $5,000 grant they provided the department.  All radios are in and reprogrammed.  75% of the radio cost is covered through County Emergency Coordinator Jeff Hein.  The department has 3 new recruits (completed 90 hours in Fifield).  Members have just completed drivers’/operators’ course in Marquip parking lot.  February 2007 will start the officer training.  The school has applied for the Knox box security key system for gaining entry into elderly homes – the same system in place at Heritage House (elderly nursing facility is going to it also).
Police Department received sad news:  Bobbi Jo Labarge resigned last Friday as a result of medical condition discovered in the City physical.  She had major surgery yesterday. Mike Hauschild has accepted the Lieutenant position, the background is competed and the medical exam is forthcoming.  Chief Sonntag understands the contract is forthcoming.
