Meeting Minutes

Public Safety

February 20, 2007
Chair Hlavacek called the meeting to order at 5:44 P.M. 

 In addition to Mr. Hlavacek, committee members Jay Reinke and Elvis Presley and Mayor Fahl were in attendance.  Also present: Fire Chief Jim Pisca, Chief David Sonntag, and Clerk Mary Willett. Following the Pledge of Allegiance and roll call, the next meeting was set for Wednesday March 7, 2007 at 5:30 P.M.  The Committee is setting the first Wednesday of the month as its regular meeting date.

Presley/Reinke motioned to accept the minutes of the November 30, 2006 meeting.  Carried.

Chief Pisca relayed the incidents of the February barn fire during the -28 F weather.  It was the first time in 30 years that the pumps froze up, and the brakes froze.  Prentice was called for backup.  The check valve froze on the tanker. V & H fixed it the next day for a few thousand dollars.  The department couldn’t do anything – they are not charging for the fire.
Chief Pisca also gave an update on the compressor situation.  Another $5,000 grant was received.  Jim applied to Marquip and the Ann Marie Foundation for funding.  

Next week the Fire Department is hydro testing.  This is done every 5 years.  Bottles cannot be filled if they are not tested.  The cost may be $1,800 - $2,000.

Chief Sonntag explained the Police Department’s vehicle usage.  Frank Crepensik uses the old blue squad for code enforcement.  Chief explained that using this vehicle is less expensive than paying Frank mileage.

Presley/Reinke motioned to adjourn.  Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 6:53 P.M.
