Meeting Minutes 

Public Safety Committee

August 1, 2007

Chair Laddy Hlavacek called the meeting of the Public Safety Committee to order at 5:33 p.m.

In addition to Mr. Hlavacek, those present included:  Jay Reinke, Elvis Presley, Jeffrey Fahl, David Sonntag, Michael Hauschild, James Pisca and Mary Willett.

The next meeting was set for Wednesday September 5, 2007 at 5:30 p.m.

Reinke/Presley motioned to approve the minutes of the June 6, 2007 Public Safety Committee meeting as presented.  Carried.

Jim Pisca would like to see a positive approach on the extrication equipment as the ad hoc committee moves forward.  The Ad hoc committee includes Joe Perkins, Todd Walker and Andrew Nutt from the fire department, Jeff Hein, John Slaby and Dennis Brayton, Kathy Chamberlain, Marge Brzeskiewicz and Laddy Hlavacek.
Dave Sonntag and Michael Hauschild have completed the 100 & 200 certificate level for the NIMS training.  Levels 3 & 4 need 16 hours of classroom time, and they are both enrolled.

Jim Pisca updated the committee on the fire department activities and issues.  

Useless calls – 911 calls – are a problem.  The department is getting too many of these calls.  Mr. Pisca has taken up the issue with the Sheriff’s department.  The department is attempting to standardize the procedure for responses to fires, traffic calls and 911 calls.  The department is unable to bill for the responses and the cost is $60 minimum with every response.

Chief Pisca will be amending the fire department budget before the year end due to truck problems and education costs.

Fireworks were a problem this year.  Bill Borofka, the rep for J & M Fireworks will be contacted to set up a meeting with the Chief regarding the problems which occurred this year.

The 2% return from the Department of Commerce to the local unit s of government could be a funding source for the education of the firemen.  The City of Phillips is the only municipality in the fire district using the funds properly.

The chief has sent in three applications for funding from Jeld Wen and he will be following up with the contact for the funding.

Catawba/Harmony fire department and the Prentice Ambulance will be attending the fair this year – the Phillips’ Fire Department will not be there.
Chief Pisca said that some of the townships who contract with the City of Phillips’ Fire Department are questioning the bookkeeping practices and they think that the City of Phillips does not pay anything toward the fire protection services – that it is a wash.

August 6, 2007 there will be a Cirrus planes’ class for officers for one hour at the airport.

Chief Sonntag said that the department continues to reach out to work with the community and other departments.

The department has lost 2 part-time officers:  Stephanie Stafford(now full-time with 
 Price County) and Ryan Picl(Oct. 1st  starts full-time with the City of Tomahawk).

Chief Sonntag will start the process for the 2 part-time vacancies.

Presley/Hlavacek motioned to adjourn.  Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 6:59 p.m.
