Meeting Minutes
Public Safety Committee

January 2, 2008

At 5:30 p.m., Chair Laddy Hlavacek called the meeting of the Public Safety Committee to order.  In addition to Mr. Hlavacek, Jay Reinke, Elvis Presley, Jeffrey Fahl, Chief Jim Pisca, Chief David Sonntag and Mary Willett were in attendance.

The February meeting was set for Wednesday the 6th at 5:30 p.m.

Reinke/Presley motioned to adopt the minutes of the December 5, 2007 meeting as presented.  Carried.

Chair Hlavacek reviewed the billing portion of the extrication equipment proposal from the Ambulance group with Chief Pisca.  The proposal will receive further review.  Additionally, Laddy noted during the meeting that the ambulance budget for the city decreases $10,000 and also the CPCAC intends to train the firemen on the extrication equipment – a $1,000 cost for brining in an approved trainer.
Chief Sonntag announced that he just received word that the department received a CEDAP grant managed by Responder Knowledge Base Group.  This is a federal grant which will add new records management system, pay for the licensing fees for two years, a dedicated Linux server, routers, 2 desktops, 2 laptops, scanners, readers, printers, mobile printers, maintenance, installation and training.  It will cost approximately $2,000 to convert the system, but $11,000 in fees will be saved each year within the budget for 2 years.  The systems will be arriving sometime in the next 90 days
Yearend numbers for the police department:  659 incident complaints and 999 calls for service:  1,658 total cases.  

All three of the top part-timer candidates went on and accepted positions elsewhere.  The background checks have been completed.  Tuesday January 8th, the MMPI exam, physicals and transcript validation will occur.  This was by far the best pool of candidates the department has seen.

Chief Sonntag and Elvis Presley discussed past incidents and comments made.  A letter regarding the interpretation of disorderly conduct prepared by alternate City Attorney Terry Nussberger was distributed.
