Meeting Minutes

Public Safety Committee

February 7, 2008

At 5:30 p.m., Chair Laddy Hlavacek called the Public Safety meeting to order.

Present:  Laddy Hlavacek, Elvis Presley, Jay Reinke, Jeff Fahl, Jim Pisca (5:48 p.m.), David Sonntag, and Mary Willett.

The next meeting will be on Tuesday March 4th at 5:30 p.m.

Reinke/Presley motioned to approve the minutes of January 2, 2008 meeting as presented.  Carried.

There was a basement fire two weeks prior.  May have to modify air drier on the Freightliner – the only vehicle where we are having problems with moisture.  The company doesn’t really know what else to tell us to do either.  The firefighters are now draining the lines all the time.

Jim Pisca applied for a couple of online grants – there are not as many to apply to.  Mary Willett told Jim of the Jenny Jones grants on her web site – heard about the opportunity on the radio.

David relayed to the committee and Jim Pisca that the Sheriff’s Department wanted to address the lights on the emergency vehicles at scenes.  It is important that some lights are turned off so motorists can see personnel walking across the roadways and along the roads – for safety purposes.

The police department swiped out with Rasmussen’s for $750 do that both cars have the same weaponry.

The police grant obtained by Rep. Dave Obey appears to finally be done – should get $50,000 for radio equipment upgrades.  (Chief) Cannot buy anything that wasn’t listed.  Obey & DOJ are butting heads.  Repeaters were on the list.

Chief Sonntag has been notified of the Phillips’ School district’s desire to have a school liaison officer.  Supt. Trochinksi, Sheriff Krenzke and the Chief are initiating discussions regarding how it would be funded.  The City of Phillips could not service with our current contracts – a special services officer would be a non-union position for 180 days per year.

Chief Sonntag is looking to bring forward a resolution to get permission to auction off the bicycles, unclaimed property and some items of evidence to auction.

Under Department updates, Chief Sonntag covered the new policy for snow removal and the non-lethal force options the department is considering implementing (2 stingers cost what one tazer costs) – department is also looking at lighting upgrade.

Reinke/Presley motioned to adjourn at 7:47.  Adjourned.
