Meeting Minutes

Public Safety

May 7, 2008

Chair Laddy Hlavacek called the Public Safety Committee meeting to order at 5:31 p.m.

Present:  Laddy Hlavacek, Jay Reinke, Elvis Presley, Mayor Jeff Fahl, Fire Chief Jim Pisca, Police Chief David Sonntag, Police Lieutenant Mike Hauschild, Mary Willett.

Presley/Hlavacek motioned to approve the minutes of March 18, 2008.  Carried.

Chief Pisca explained to the committee that the fire department was going pretty well.  He is working with David Sonntag on grants.  Mid to late May he is sending in a grant application.

Laddy Hlavacek said the feedback he has received regarding billing actual costs has been received very favorably.  2009 would be based on 2007 actual – like the City of Park Falls.

The Ordinance change to allow the hunting of waterfowl is in motion and the Clerk is working with the Department of Natural Resources to bring it forward with the Deer Management Plan for public hearing at the same time.

David Sonntag (ICS 400) and Mike Hauschild (ICS 300) completed further NIMS training.

Laddy Hlavacek reported that he would like to see more debriefing after a mutual aid occurrence.

Chief Sonntag announced that a new law on the federal level will allow increased benefits for our public safety officers. If a public safety officer is killed in the line of duty, a hometown heroes claim is filed through the Bureau of Justice Assistance will be available.
The Phillips School Board voted to create a police-school liaison position with the City of Phillips for $18,000 per year, not to exceed 12-24 hours per week or 440 hours for the school year – will manage a varied schedule at the school.
Karri Gorton graduated at the top of her class for the officer training.  Chief said that her maturity shows in the work and training she has completed thus far.

The first quarter budget for the police department is showing 28.94%.  However, Chief Sonntag reminded the committee that the supplies (office and ammunition) are ordered in bulk at the year’s beginning, training, and insurance costs are paid out in a not so even fashion in the course of the year.
