Meeting Minutes
Public Safety

October 1, 2008

Chair Hlavacek called the meeting of the public Safety Committee to order at 5:30 p.m.

Present at the meeting:  Laddy Hlavacek, Jay Reinke, Elvis Presley, Jeff Fahl, Jim Pisca, David Sonntag and Mary Willett.

Presley/Hlavacek motioned to approve the minutes of the September committee meeting as presented.  Carried

Chief Pisca presented his capital improvement plan for the committee to review.  

The Fire Department has been experiencing problems with moisture which affects the air brake system and he is not sure why that is. The building needs electrical updates. The Chief requested that the Ambulance liaison take the message back to request the doors be opened and closed as timely as possible to prevent increased fuel bills.

Some of the fire department pagers are costing too much, and the department will be replacing those before the end of the year.

After inspecting the turnout gear, the department will be ordering 3 sets at $1,000 each.

There have been no major calls.

Jay Reinke informed the committee that the initial Ad Hoc committee meeting went very well and that the townships really appreciated the discussion and listening session regarding fire protection with the City of Phillips. Mr. Reinke reviewed the items of discussion that surfaced at the Fire Protection Ad Hoc meeting:  budget detail explanation, Department of Commerce 2%, Public Fire Protection and Hydrant Rental paid by City property owners, Fire District v. City Department, volunteer firemen assisting out in the townships, and the request for city residents to pay fire call fees.  

The next meeting of the Ad Hoc is scheduled for Wednesday October 29th at 7:00 p.m.
Mayor Fahl presented the amended 911 agreement that the City recently presented to the Price County Law Enforcement Committee.  When the   Mayor attended the Law Enforcement Committee for Price County on September 12th, Committee said that the requested additions by the City could not be included because of State Statutes.

Price County mailed the 911 agreement without any alterations for the City’s approval.

Mayor Fahl will attend the next Price County Law Enforcement Committee meeting on October 10th if the City of Phillips is listed on the agenda.

The Contract for the School Liaison Officer was presented to the Committee. Presley/Reinke motioned to recommend the Contract for the School Liaison Officer to the Common Council.  The motion carried.

David Sonntag presented the committee with his Capital Improvement Plan. The Committee will review the items and discuss it in more detail at the next Public Safety meeting.

There were 127 calls in September and 1600 calls thus far in 2008.  The Department is making some inroads in the drug trafficking in the City.

The next meeting was set for Wednesday November 5th at 5:30 p.m.
The meeting adjourned at 6:28 p.m.
