Laddy Hlavacek opened the meeting of the Phillips Public Safety Committee at 5:35 p.m.

Present:  Laddy Hlavacek, Jay Reinke, Jeff Fahl, Jim Pisca and Mary Willett.

Reinke/Hlavacek motioned to approve the minutes of the November 5, 2008 Public Safety meeting as presented.  The motion carried.

Discussion centered on the new fire contracts that will be sent out to the townships and the fire department budget.  City Attorney Bruce Marshall is to have the new language for the fire contracts by next Tuesday the 9th in time for the Common Council meeting.  All townships approved the new fire budget calculations as proposed at the Fire Ad Hoc meetings in their town budget meetings.  Jim Pisca is going to calculate the cost for fire protection per person in the townships and the city can prepare a cost comparison.

The Ad Hoc committee will most likely be scheduled in January 2009 when a mutually agreed upon date can be determines.  Items to be addressed:
