Public Safety Committee

January 7, 2009

Chair Laddy Hlavacek called the meeting of the Public Safety Committee to order at 5:31 p.m.
Present were Laddy Hlavacek, Jay Reinke, Dorothy Hanish, Jeff Fahl, Jim Pisca, Mike Hauschild, Nichole Reinke and Mary Willett.

There was some discussion as to when the next Fire Protection Ad Hoc should meet.  Clerk Willett reported that the other townships seem satisfied with the information regarding the fire department budgets for the past few years, and the 2009 fire contracts have been signed and returned.  The townships expressed interest in hosting a fundraiser with the City of Phillips personnel in the spring of 2009, and indicated they would be willing to meet in January/February 2009.
Fire Chief Jim Pisca reported that Eileen Kronberger contacted him after the Mark Musolf accident north of Phillips on Highway 13 where the jaw of life were used to extricate both passengers in the car – one died. Chief Pisca reported that most of the guys are trained for the equipment and just need an update.  Jim will be setting up a meeting in the near future to figure out the changeover and how to make sure there is no lapse in coverage.  Chief Pisca said that the firemen will need to build racks to store the Jaws of Life.
The electrical update at the fire hall is now completed.  It turned out very well and they are having no problems electrically.  Chief Pisca noted that the Ambulance still needs to remember to unplug.  The wiring system for the whistle is now corrected.

The fire hall still needs to do something with the doors.

Chief Pisca said there is still a problem with the dispatchers calling out the fire truck for every little thin there is.  The fire department cannot charge.  He suggested that training for the dispatchers could help identify the correct accident information that should be gathered before they are called out.
The fire department received a $200 donation from Dan and Karen Gallistel.  Mickey Peterson will be sending the thank you note.

There is still no 911 MOU with Price County and the City of Phillips.

Lt. Hauschild reported that the new work schedule is going well.  Some tweaking was done to the side agreement.  The department has purchased belly chains and ankle cuffs for the initial Chapter 51 transports.  

There were 128 calls in December with 5 Sheriff assists and 1 burglary solved.

Attorney John Behling has received the Mayor’s revision requests for the Chapter 51 transports letter from the City of Phillips to Price County.  The letter will be sent from Attorney Behling soon.

The next meeting of the Public Safety Committee was set for February 4th at 5:30 p.m.

The meeting adjourned at 6:32 p.m.
