Meeting Minutes
Public Safety Committee

February 4, 2009

Chair Laddy Hlavacek called the meeting of the Public Safety Committee to order at 5:35 p.m.

Present:  Laddy Hlavacek, Jay Reinke, Dorothy Hanish, Mayor Fahl, David Sonntag and Mary Willett. 
Hanish/Reinke motioned to approve the minutes of the January 7, 2009, acknowledging that Lt Hauschild, not Chief Sonntag, reported for the department at the January meeting.
The Committee would like to set up a Fire Protection Ad Hoc committee to work on a fire department fundraiser.  

Chief Jim Pisca was absent because he was attending a workshop for grant applications for fire departments.

The City of Phillips has not signed the 911 with Price County.

Chief Sonntag reported the number of calls January as 169 – twenty-seven higher than last year.  The department has used the new transport gear on the two E.D. trips taken in January.  Earlier today, the full department had a training with Price County Human Resources. The Chief is very comfortable with how the process for transports has evolved.  Mayor Fahl said that the letter sent to the County on the City’s behalf regarding transports is copied and available is several locations in the Courthouse.
Chief Sonntag said the School liaison is going better than he ever imagined.  Since Karri Gorton is in Madison for further juvenile training, the Chief himself was conducting some education training in the schools this week.

Chief Sonntag said that there will be a grant opportunity for a prescription drug abuse grant.  As mentioned on numerous occasions, this is a prevalent problem in the City.

The next meeting was set for Wednesday March 4th at 5:30 p.m.
