Meeting Minutes
Public Safety Committee

March 2, 2009

Chair Laddy Hlavacek called the meeting of the Phillips Public Safety Committee to order at 6:00 p.m.

Present were Laddy Hlavacek, Dorothy Hanish, Lt. Michael Hauschild, Fire Chief Jim Pisca and Mary Willett.

Hanish/Hlavacek motioned to approve the minutes of the February 4, 2009 public safety committee meeting.  Carried.

Lt. Hauschild reported to the committee that the RRMS (a records management system) is now linked to between the school and the police department.

Chief Sonntag has received a proposal for the development of a new policy and procedures manual for the police department from Custom Service Information, LLC.
The officers’ new work schedule is going well.  Lt. Hauschild reported that he and the Chief have very little time together under the new schedule.

The Police Department had 149 calls in February 2009.

Chair Hlavacek reported to the committee that Phillips Ford is selling law enforcement vehicles to Price County for about $23,000 each.  Only Crown Victorias, Expeditions and Explorers are equipped as law enforcement vehicles.  Lt Hauschild reported that the mileage on both of the vehicles exceeds 100,000 miles with the Crown Vic at more than 150,000 and the Tahoe at just over 100,000 miles.
Chief Pisca reported on the recent house fire.  The department was able to contain the fire in the attic area with foam.  This was necessary since the home had cellulose insulation. 

Chief attended a meeting last month where the fire department grant applications were reviewed. Out of 1200 applications for vehicles, 22 were accepted.  Probably even fewer grants for vehicles will be awarded this year.  Emphasis is on the fire halls.  Phillips will be applying for grants and seeking applications with the new federal funds.

The narrow band radio requirement is fast approaching and Chief Pisca will be looking for 70/30 grants.

The next Public Safety meeting was set for Wednesday April 1, 2009 at 5:30 p.m.
