Meeting Minutes

Public Safety Committee

April 1, 2009

Chairman Hlavacek opened the meeting of the Public Safety Committee at 5:27 p.m.

Present at the meeting were:  Laddy Hlavacek, Jay Reinke, Dorothy Hanish, Jeffrey Fahl, Mike Hauschild, David Sonntag, James Pisca and Mary Willett.
There were no public comments.

Hanish/Reinke motioned to approve the minutes of March 2, 2009 as presented.  Carried.

The Fire Protection Ad hoc committee recommended having a fundraiser for the fire department on Saturday August 1, 2009.  The committee would also like to incorporate some raffles into fundraising for the department.  The City would need to apply and receive a permit for raffles from the Department of Revenue for this.
Reinke/Hanish motioned to recommend to the Council that the City apply and receive a raffle permit for the purpose of raising funds for the Phillips Fire Department.

The next Ad hoc committee meeting is Wednesday April 22nd at 6:30 p.m. and Chief Pisca will have some firemen volunteering to work on the committee to plan the fundraisers.
Chief Pisca reported that all equipment is operating.  Since some firemen have had time, some repairs and maintenance have been handled in the past month.

Grant applications for fire department needs continue to be a high priority and goal.

There is no change in the 911 MOU status with Price County.

Chief Sonntag reported that there were 158 complaints for the month of March.  Thefts and disorderly conduct reports showed increases.

Chief Sonntag showed the committee the MOU the City will be renewing with the Price County Department of Health.

Chief Sonntag explained the need for the City to appoint a Health Officer to enforce Chapter 254 of the Wisconsin State Statutes.  He also recommended that the City continue the onerous process of updating the Municipal Ordinance Book.  Chapter 254 needs to be adopted by the City in the update process.
Reinke/Hanish motioned to recommend that the Common Council appoint the Phillips Police Chief or an appointed designee to serve as City of Phillips local health officer for enforcement of Wisconsin §254. Subchapter VI, relating to Human Health Hazards.  Carried.

Chief Sonntag held up the Byrne Grant instructions (thick) papers and told the committee that the City has less than a month for him to apply for the grant funding opportunities in the grant.  He is considering applying for in-squad cameras, motor vehicles, community service items such as a laptop with an overhead projector and screen, and for funding for a code enforcement officer.  Chief explained that the grant funds may be used to restore personnel positions which have been eliminated.  The funding for the position is for three years, and it requires a commitment by the City to continue the position for a full years following the 3 year grant funding period.
Hanish/Reinke motioned to recommend to the Common Council that Council that the Police Chief should apply for the Byrne Grant, including the application for funding for the code enforcement officer with a 4 year commitment.  Carried.

Reinke/Hanish motioned to recommend to Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee that the Council approve a designation of funding (determined by estimating the total costs for the 4th year as accurately as possible) for the enforcement officer position to be budgeted for each of four consecutive years should the grant be received.  Carried.
Chief Sonntag told the committee of an opportunity for a volunteer police chaplain/counselor for the City of Phillips. The International Police Association recommended Marilyn Fisher, a recent PhD. as a candidate to become a volunteer in this capacity for the City of Phillips.

Reinke/Hanish motioned to recommend the possible police chaplain/counselor volunteer to the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee for further consideration.  Carried.

The next meeting of the Public Safety Committee was set for Wednesday May 6th at 5:30 p.m.

The meeting adjourned at 6:29 p.m.
