Meeting Minutes

Public Safety Committee

May 5, 2009

Chair Laddy Hlavacek called the meeting of the Phillips Public Safety Committee to order at 5:30 p.m.

Present:  Laddy Hlavacek, Jay Reinke, Dorothy Hanish, Mayor Fahl, David Sonntag, Jim Pisca and Mary Willett.

Reinke/Hanish motioned to adopt the minutes of the April 1, 2009 meeting as presented.  The motion carried.

Chief Sonntag reported that code enforcement complaints are more difficult to take care of with the current staffing levels.  There are several (12-14) buildings which have been the source of complaints for many years.  The Chief explained the need for razing some of these structures.  Historically, the razing of structures has been covered by qualifying grant funds –currently, the city has no source of funds to designate for the cost of razing and/or acquiring deteriorated structures.

There were 135 complaints in April. 

Ammunition costs have increased 300%, and the cost is expected to increase another 200% next month.  This projected and real cost is three times higher than the funds budgeted for 2009.

The part-time worker assigned to the Phillips Police Department through Experience Works has left for another work assignment.  Experience Works has not assigned another worker to the department.

The Police Department has received all the radios, and they can hit the north and south repeaters.  Mobile units will be passed on to the fire department and two will be retooled and donated to public works.

The Sheriff’s Department reached out to extend training time.  

The application has been submitted for the cities of Phillips and Park Falls and Price County for a system for combined record management – one which is considerable cheaper than the county option. 

One of two grant applications for equipment was submitted.

Chief Sonntag has an opportunity to hire a part-time police officer who also works with the Price County department.  Mayor Fahl and Chief Sonntag will follow up on the information.

Reinke/Hanish motioned to recommend the Radio MOU adoption to the cull common council as presented by Chief Sonntag.  The motion carried.
