Meeting Minutes

Public Safety Committee

July 1, 2009

Chair Laddy Hlavacek opened the Phillips Public Safety Committee meeting at 5:29 p.m.

Present:  Laddy Hlavacek, Jay Reinke (5:45 – 6:28p.m.), Dorothy Hanish, Mayor Fahl, Jim Pisca, David Sonntag, John Vlach and Mary Willett.

Hlavacek/Hanish motioned to approve the June 3, 2009 Public Safety Committee minutes as presented.  Carried.

There were 148 calls in June (a missing person search, 2 burglaries, criminal property and 2 sexual assaults).  105 total volunteers assisted in the missing person search which ended successfully with the person being safely located. 

The police department is not currently working on any grant applications.  Two applications were not submitted when it was realized there was a very low probability of success.

Bruce Marshall has been working with Chief Sonntag on a new format and updated fees for the municipal bond schedule.

The department is researching the probability of a municipal court.

The city needs to research option for a policy for the razing of subpar buildings that are hazardous.

Five lawns were mowed today and there has been no change on Elvis’ property.

The Fire Protection Ad Hoc is planning to meet July 15th at 6:00 p.m.

Chief Pisca reported that many firemen participated in the missing person search for 6 hours.  The search was conducted like a deer drive – 74 people participated in the drive that covered 3 square miles.  Air patrol monitored from the air and was impressed by the line.

The fire department will know whether or not the federal grant application was successful in six months.

City attorney Bruce Marshall is checking with Pike Lake and Park Falls for some examples for setting up the fire auxiliary/friends; group.

The next meeting was set for Wednesday August 5, 2009 at 5:30 p.m.
