Meeting Minutes

Public Safety

August 5, 2009

Chair Laddy Hlavacek called the meeting of the Phillips Public Safety meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.

Present:  Laddy Hlavacek, Jay Reinke, Dorothy Hanish, Mayor Fahl, Chief David Sonntag, Chief Jim Pisca and Mary Willett.

Reinke/Hanish motioned to approve the minutes of the July 1, 2009 meeting.  Carried.

Chief Sonntag reported there were 202 calls in July.  There were no juvenile arrests.  Burglaries were up 400% and all were solved.  There have been 3 injuries by car accidents which is up from 1/year in the past.

Chief is working on converting the reporting system from one software vendor to another, National Incident Base Reporting.  This system is required to apply for state and federal grants.

Though some grant applications were sent in, the award announcements expected in July have not yet been made.

Chief Sonntag presented the new Municipal Bond Schedule that he has been preparing with Mayor Fahl and City Attorney Marshall’s input.  This will be fully reviewed by the committee and Council and the public hearing will be with the Budget as specified in the City’s ordinance.  Chief also handed out the schedule of charges applied to municipal fines by the County offices.

The First Annual Breakfast fundraiser for the department will be Saturday August 15th at Club 13 from 8-11 a.m.  The Ad Hoc committee has also had 6,000 raffle tickets printed up – raffling 3 guns and an outdoor camera.  The drawing for the raffle winners will be on Tuesday November 10th at the start of the Council meeting.

Chief Pisca announced that he had sent in a grant request to Georgia-Pacific Bucket Brigade requesting funds for turnout gear today.  

Vehicle maintenance is still plaguing the department: Tanker 440 had a problem with the static lock/emergency brake.  The part is not even made any more –but they have been able to make do with fashioning some other parts to work for it. 

There are some new firefighters signed up to take Firefighter I.

August 29th, the Chief has invited the Council to watch the Extrication Equipment training which will take place all morning with lunch provided. He will be closing the block in front of the firehouse for the exercise. 

Chief Pisca is in need of a chain set for the extrication equipment that will cost about $560.   Substituting for this chain is not advised. 

The damaged door on the ambulance side of the fire hall has been replaced by the Ambulance Service.  The City’s insurance is $2500 deductible.  Overhead Door out of Minocqua charged about $1300 for the repairs – the trip charge was shared with a call to Park Falls.  The Chief will be giving the City Office the contact information for this Overhead Door as the costs were more reasonable than the City has experienced with other Overhead Door franchises.

City Attorney Marshall is still getting the by-laws and information for the friends group for the fire department.  The information will be forthcoming.

The next meeting of the Public Safety Committee was set for Wednesday September 2, 2009 at 5:30 p.m. in the Council Room of City Hall.

The meeting adjourned at 6:30 p.m.
