Meeting Minutes

Public Safety Committee

October 7, 2009

Chair Laddy Hlavacek convened the meeting of the Phillips Public Safety Committee at 5:35 p.m.

Present:  Laddy Hlavacek, Jay Reinke, Mayor Fahl, Lt. Michael Hauschild, Chief David Sonntag, Fire Chief Jim Pisca and Mary Willett.

Reinke/Hlavacek motioned to approve the minutes of the September 2, 2009 meeting minutes as presented.  Carried.

Chief Sonntag reported 165 service calls for the month of September.  There have been 4 detention transports and 3 additional burglaries.  The department coordinated the testing of the school’s emergency evacuation following 2 separate scenarios.  The evacuation went well and some tweaks will be initiated to the school routes.  The department also assisted Price County at the James LaHood sentencing.

Chief reported that a $2,650 grant was received from the NRA for Ed Eagle – Karrie will teach gun safety at the school utilizing the materials and for fire arms training.

A DOT grant was received which will cover the cost of new radar guns – ours are in need of repair right now.

An application will go to USDA Rural Development for the purchase of a new squad car. It is a grant/city contribution partnership.

Chief Pisca reported that he has new language for the fire contracts which needs to be approved by the full council for a change Reinke/Hlavacek motioned to approve the new language and to recommend the contract change to the full council.  Carried.

The raffle ticket sales are slow, but the winners will be announced as planned at the November council meeting on the 10th.

The next meeting was set for Wednesday November 4th at 6:00 p.m.

The meeting adjourned at 6:52 p.m.
