Meeting Minutes

Public Safety Committee

November 4, 2009

Chair Laddy Hlavacek called the meeting of the Phillips Public Safety Committee to order at 5:30 p.m.

Present:  Laddy Hlavacek, Jay Reinke, Dorothy Hanish, Mayor Fahl, Jim Pisca, David Sonntag, Michael Hauschild and Mary Willett.

Reinke/Hlavacek motioned to approve the minutes of the October 7, 2009 meeting.  Carried.

Chief Sonntag reported 135 calls for the month of October.  The Department played a minor roll in the Rusk County bank robbery.  The Department is pursuing leads in the BP Station robbery.  

Chief Sonntag stated that the 993 calls were handled in all of 2008, so far this year the number of calls has increased by 669 calls.  Drug abuse is on the rise and there have been 4 drug related deaths.  Burglaries and violent domestic calls are on the increase.

Chief Sonntag recommended entering into the 911 agreement with the County this year. Hlavacek/Reinke motioned to recommend the signing of the new 911 agreement between the City of Phillips and Price County to the Common Council.  Carried.

The $4,000 DOT grant will be used to purchase low-end radar equipment and a camera system for the squad.

The budget is tight-tight.  Chief Sonntag said he will be covering on no coverage days.

Chief Pisca reported that the department has 2 new firemen.  There is now an agreement with the new firemen regarding the training costs before the Department repays.  

Chief had no updates other than reviewing the standing budget.  Chief Pisca expressed concern regarding the Town of Elk standing with the 2% and the contract for this year.  Mayor Fahl updated the committee by informing them that he has been communicating with Town of Elk Chairman Joe Strand on both matters.  

Chief Pisca applied for some equipment grants online. 

He is still figuring out how to meet the budget to the end of the year plus accommodate the pagers. 2012 is the deadline for the new communication pagers requirement.  There is still some money out there for this.  The two-way radios must go into conversion by January 2013.

Mayor Fahl reported that Attorney Marshall is still researching the Fire Auxiliary/friend’s group for the fire department for fundraising and support at fires.  Nothing definitive has yet been produced.

The next meeting was set for Wednesday December 2nd at 5:30 p.m.

The meeting adjourned at 6:24 p.m.
