Public Safety Committee

April 7, 2010

Jayson Reinke called the meeting of the Phillips Public Safety Committee to order at 5:33 p.m.

Present: Dorothy Hanish, Mayor Fahl, Jay Reinke, Jim Pisca, David Sonntag, Mike Hauschild and Barb Revak.  Laddy Hlavacek absent.

Public Comment:  NONE
Hanish/Reinke motioned to accept the minutes from the February 3rd meeting as presented with a correction of Hlavacek to Reinke for the motion to approve January minutes.  Carried.
Police updates:
a. Police Department Updates

2009 Cases Jan-March 483

2010 Cases Jan- March 550

Feb 2010 = 179

Mar 2010 = 183

All officers assigned to mandatory schools – Focus on Investigations for officers

Intel Report- Meth starting to come back, Rumors of Heroin but none seen - #1 problem still prescription drug violations

No issues with Woody to date, family still very upset, down playing but remaining in contact with his activities

Fraud cases increasing in the area – several victims in Phillips and Price Cnty

Squads are wearing out, equipment maintenance increasing as was foreseen

Department overwhelmed with work load. The department was promised on two occasions for admin assistance from Clerks Office, can get by with 20 hrs per week,  funding for Experience Works cut so was level for bringing people on, no takers to fill admin assistance.

Pet Store in town – no ordinances to govern – risk of diseases and improper handling of exotic animals, birds and reptiles – Very bad health risk

Tattoo and body piercing parlor wants to come to city, need health and inspection standards, no ordinances to govern – another potential serious health risk 

PD is working with City Attorney to draft ordinances

b. Purchase large generator for Municipal Building

Building is designated Emergency Shelter and without the generator can not function in this designated capacity – creates liability for City – Also needed to continue emergency services in the City including phones, lights, heat and radios.

Also need to update phone centrex system in very near future, suggest move to council chambers

c. Police Department 2010 budget

Holding the line but have serious concerns with Log Jam, Computer for interview room damaged in surge (protectors failed) Cost estimated $1,200 – 1,500 to recover essential information Will purchase backup systems for primary computers, server not damaged. 

d. Grant updates

Received OJA Rural Agency Grant ($850) for camera system

Received DOT Equipment grant two new radar units and in car camera system

Fire Department updates:

Large fire at Rose Wreath, had trouble with the pumper truck and it is at V & H.  The ambulance is having trouble with the garage door opening which appears to be damaging the doors at the fire hall.
No grants they all seem to be going to the southern part of the state.

Washburn has an article 7 access demands on private roads & driveways.  The city should consider putting this in the contracts with the townships.
