Public Comment:  

Holoubek/Hlavacek motioned to accept the minutes from the June 1, 2010 meeting as presented.  Carried

Budget:  
Main thing dipping into budget is vehicle repairs.
Submitted bills for reimbursement of School Liaison, about $8,000 which includes all benefits.  Gorton does an excellent job.  The school is very happy with her.

Joe France thinks the number will be around 6,000 instead of 10,000 like originally though.  Only 500 campers.  Sonntag has changed his deployment plan.
