Fire Department updates:

Budget is on the wire but still OK.
Pisca went over his budget list of things the Fire Department needs.  Top on the list was roof repair.  The radio’s need to be purchased sooner than expected

Hlavacek was wondering if the Fire Department needed to consider expanding the building so they have more options for equipment purchases.

Urban out of Marshfield would be a place to get some quotes.

Police Chief is getting them a compressor for free.  They will then barter it for a bigger one and save some money.

Pisca is asking for a 3% increase across the board for his department.  Fires are more expensive to put out than they used to be.  With the newer homes they use more foam

Hlavacek talked to Ambulance and there is no need to buy any fancy deliberators.  They would only use the ambulance data anyway.  Park Falls only has one Tazor per squad not one for every officer.  Maybe something to consider would be to reduce the full time staff by one and then hire an office assistant for less pay.
